I just 

canôt do it.  Please, help me!ò  I couldnôt 

spend any more time trying to solve this 

dilemma.  My son had been tested for the 

gifted program at school and I had a meeting 

with the Superintendent of Schools to 

discuss the results.   

            During the course of our 

conversation, the Superintendent asked 

about my background and learned that I had 

a degree in Education but had not been 

successful in finding a job.  He asked if Iôd 

be interested in a part time position as 

Reading tutor and if I could start the 

following Monday since the current teacher 

was having problems with her pregnancy.  

As quickly as that, the Lord solved my 

financial problems!  It didnôt pay a lot, but it 

was enough to get us through until my 

husband received his next raise and the 

position was in the same school that my 

children attended.   

            I learned that if I can ñlet go and let 

God,ò I can trust Him to see me through the 

tough times.  He hasnôt let me down yet!
